MANHINGA VILLAGE CHILDRENS’ HOME
Background 
It is owned by Apostolic Faith Mission in Zimbabwe, situated 45km outside Rusape along Nyanga road housed at a farm. Currently it is being managed by Pastor and Mrs Mapfumo who also run a local assembly. We have primary school children and some school leavers at Manhinga hereinafter called Manhinga and those at Rufaro High School hereinafter called Manhinga Rufaro.
90% of the children at the village come from Manicaland and 10% from all over the country. Since the village is not adequately staffed, thus they do not have a social welfare officer, they are assisted by government social welfare officers. This being the case, most of the children came through social welfare offices and usually the officers are reluctant in pursuing with investigations to ascertain the background of the children. The total number of children will vary from time to time, especially upwards, depending on whether there will be capacity to accommodate the children or not. Since most of the children do not have adequate information about their background (where they come from & who their relatives are), those who do not do well at school usually come back to stay at the village. 

Accommodation 
At Manhinga, of the 6 villages available, 3 are functional. Currently, Village 1 houses 12 children and one care giver, Village 4 houses 17 children and 2 caregivers and Village 6 houses 13 children and 1 caregiver who is also one of the teachers at Manhinga Primary School. As for the other 3 Villages, Village 3 is used for accommodation by the teachers at the primary school, Village 2 is used by Manhinga Rufaro when they come for holiday which is usually once a year in December depending on whether the Pastor managed to get fuel and transport to fery them to and from Rufaro High School. Lastly, Village 5 was destroyed by fire and what are left are burnt buildings only. It is important to note that there are also 7 children who stay at Cottage (Pastors’ residence).

Manhinga Primary School 
At the farm is also housed Manhinga Primary. Currently, the school is operating depending upon well wishers and donations. 80% of the children come from Manhinga and 20% come from the surrounding community. The school does not have any income generating projects and the children do not pay any school fees since they are orphans. Those who come from the surrounding community are those who can not afford to pay school fees at other available local schools. Total enrolment at the school is currently 122. The school has 4 teachers including the headmistress and this is due to the teacher/pupil ratio and they are paid by government. One of the 4 teachers is Mrs Mapfumo. The school does not have accommodation for teachers, thus two of them stay at Village 3. Pertaining to school uniforms, the children do not have although a sample of what they are supposed to be wearing is available. For girls its green checked with bottle green cuffs and collar and white socks then for boys its khaki green and grey socks. By virtue of having 4 teachers it automatically means that each teacher teaches more than one class. After completing Grade 7, children will then proceed to Rufaro High School regardless of their performance. However, of late performance is now being taken into consideration. 
Specific needs

Food

The village was being given food by World Food Programme although it lacked variety, but of late they are no longer making the deliveries but they now call upon every beneficiary to come and collect the food for themselves. Due to lack of transport, food allocated to Manhinga as at that time was not able to be collected. Thus at the present moment, children do not have enough food. Hence variety of food is needed to ensure that there is a balanced diet. Suggested food items would include matemba (kapenta), rice, flour, soya mince, beans, peanut butter, salt, cooking oil, mealie-meal. More proteins are required than anything else. The food would also be sent to Manhinga Rufaro so that they could be sustained.

Toiletry

38 x 5litre buckets, 19 x 20litre buckets, 10Big metal dishes, 10Washing baskets, 10Hardbrooms & Softbrooms, and rubberbrooms, 10 mops, Toilet detergents, Pegs, Combs, Hairbrushes, toothbrushes, bathing towels, underwears, bras.
Monthly Provisions

75Bathing soaps, 60Bars Washing Soap, 10 x 150ml Toothpaste, 5 x 1kg Washing powder, 5 x 1litre polish, 5 x 100ml Vaseline
General needs

6 x 40 Packets of candles per month, 50 x Sanitary wear, Blankets, 70Matresses (20 covered with plastics), Mutton cloth, Filament or florescent bulb
Agricultural needs

There is need for completion of the fence so that agricultural produce would not be eaten by the animals especially cattle. Diesel for the tractor, hoes & axes, vegetable seeds, chemicals and fertilizers. Due to the shortage of human resources to work at the farm, food items & clothing can be used as payment for the work that would have been done.  
House renovations

2 bathrooms and 2 toilets for Village 1 and 4, Village 1 dining room are not roofed (thatched), Village 1 and 4 kitchens need to have the roofs repaired. Pertaining to window panes and doors all the Villages require them.

Long term projects

Completion of the fence, Completion of Houses for the children, Farming,Cattle ranching, plantation, Tourism development, Bee breeding, talent naturing, Skills and Vocational training center, Sinking of a manual borehole (currently the engine pump is down due power surge of electricity thus need for a borehole which does not use electricity), Need to buy Bibles for the children. Furniture for the Villages and Primary School e.g tables and chairs. Also great need for stationery (pencils, rulers, exercise books, chalks, plastic & khaki covers, manila charts, pens, mathsets & counter books(specifically for Manhinga Rufaro).(N.B In support of the issue of stationery the children cannot afford to access stationery due to their poor backgrounds.)
Manhinga Rufaro
Just in brief, there are currently 26 children and 2 caregivers.Depending on the availability of transport (about 250litres to & from Rufaro), the children usually go to Manhinga for holiday once a year in December. Thus as for April and August holidays they will be at Rufaro. Food for them is not enough especially during the school holidays when they will not be getting food from the dinning hall. Thus supplementary food is really needed. At the same time it would be difficult for the caregivers to go and get food from the dining room so supplementary food would ensure that they do get something to eat. As for school uniforms, Girls form 1-4 wear grey plain skirts & blue shirts, ‘A’ Levels pleated navy blue skirts and blue shirts. For boys they wear grey trousers and blue shirts.  For more information about every child and their needs it will need us to travel to Rufaro so as to carry out the interviews of which we are looking forward to do that as soon as possible.
